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9th Grade Career Search





Beginning on October 16 and continuing for several days, our freshmen will participate in small group presentations of the ACT Discover program which is available to all Marcus students.  The October meetings will be for students who are currently taking world geography.  We will have additional meetings in the spring for students who will be taking the class at that time.  The Discover program includes an interest inventory survey that each student will be asked to complete in this meeting.  From that information, they will directed to career clusters related to their likes and strengths at this time in an effort to encourage them to start thinking about careers and college choices.  The students can also do college searches by majors, size of campus, location, cost and many other preferences.  





Students can access this program from any computer that has internet connection.  We will be encouraging them to refer to this program as they move through high school and  they will be able to save their searches for future reference.  Listed below are the directions for students to access this program.





FIRST TIME USING DISCOVER:


Type Marcus-student ID #  (Marcus-000000) in the “User ID box”


Leave the Password box bland and click “submit”


When prompted to choose a password, enter Marauder and click “Submint”





After the students have completed their orientation, they will be given access to discover.  





SENIOR TRANSCRIPTS








Seniors must request to have their high school transcript mailed to the college(s) to which they are applying. Transcripts are a record of all courses they have taken during high school and the grades earned in each course.  A student’s GPA, class rank and TAKS scores are included on the transcript.  Seniors must complete a transcript request form in the counseling center each time they apply to a college.  Official transcripts must be sent directly from one of the Marcus registrars to the designated institution.  Students may request an unofficial transcript for themselves and make copies as needed.  SAT, ACT and AP scores are sent with the transcript only if students have a signed Score Release form on file with the registrar in the counseling center.  These must be signed by their guardian unless the student is 18.





After graduation, students must request a FINAL transcript be sent to the college they have decided to attend.
